Innovations in Curricular Design & Transactions: 
The college, having been blessed with autonomy has designed its curricula to suit the changing needs of the students as well as the society.  The college is making efforts to ensure that the curriculum has thrust on national development by enabling the learners to improve employable competencies in the context of changing economic order.  The boards of studies of various departments have on them experts, drawn from the parent University, reputed Higher Education institution and the relevant industrial concerns.  Alumni of the college are also given representation in the Boards o studies and their valuable inputs are also taken into while designing the syllabi of various programmes, planning the teaching – learning strategies, evaluation parameters and other curricular activities.  Boards have been advised to accommodate topics of current and local relevance in the course syllabi.  A number of ad-on courses have also been designed and are also being offered by the respective departments to develop the communication skills, technical skills and soft skills of the students.

 
As part of curriculum updating, many of our faculty members took part in various seminars and workshops. The College promotes and encourages such activities by sanctioning the permissible leave to them. In order that the classes are not disrupted, the remaining members will ensure that the periods are not left free, as far as possible.

 
The meetings of the Boards of Studies of various Departments were conducted -- well before the commencement of the classes for the academic year 2011-12. The meetings were held in a very thoughtful and meaningful manner and they were further enriched by the valuable contribution from the eminent professors who were drawn from the parent university and also from various reputed educational institutions spread across the state.

The Department of Mathematics organized talks and seminars on mathematics.   The interest of mathematics students to explore various mathematical concepts and their contributors initiated to organize an intercollegiate quiz competition.

The Department of Statistics gave special attention to students in practising various mathematical and statistical software (like SPSS, Mathcad, Excel). They also organized Power Point presentations on various topics of their interest.

The Department of Botany prepared new charts and down loaded several pictures as teaching aids. They also collected various new specimens for demonstration.

Remedial teaching and enrichment programme
 
In order to make the academically weak students on a par with the fast learners, the class teachers identified the weak students and rendered them extra care. Remedial coaching was given to the weak students.  The fast learners were directed to give power point presentations and classes on topics they learnt, to the other students including the slow learners. The fast learners were given enrichment programmes, and also instructed to read advanced books and encouraged to attend various quiz programmes and talks conducted at other institutions.

The Department of Commerce started a foundation programme on Chartered Accountancy internship (CPT) in the month of September. Dr. G. Ramakrishna Reddy Principal of the College delivered an orientation talk on the chartered accountancy programme and its job opportunities. Fourty degree students of the Department of Commerce joined the foundation course.

The college has initiated steps to select 50 meritorious students through an entrance examination and give them free coaching for the upcoming Group – I examinations.

Internal / Continuous assessment methods

With the grant of autonomy, the college has thoroughly revised the student Evaluation System.  The aim was to base student Evaluation through continuous Assessment and brings down the emphasis laid on the Terminal Assessment by way of a written test.  Ideally, the college would like to equal weightage to continuous Assessment and Terminal Assessment.  However, it is felt that this should be done in a phased manner.  So, currently the weightage distribution is 25% for Internal Assessment and 75% for Terminal Assessment in each subject.  Further, the Internal Assessment is based on a number of criteria such as performance in the Test, Seminars, Quizzes, Assignments and attendance.  The weightage for each criterion is as follows.

The college has upgraded its central library and converted it into a new centre of intellectual activity with automation.  Library automation is in its final stapes and a database is being created for student/faculty at confessional rates has been added to the library services.  The college library has subscribed to the net working facility with INFLIBNET.

ICT tools and their use in Library

The quality of education depends on the effectiveness of teaching-learning process and student support services for their career development which in turn depend on the quality of learning and information resources. Library plays a pivotal role in providing the qualitative learning and information resources.

The mission of the Library is to provide quality learning material and information resources to the students, faculty and administrative staff in support of the educational mission of the College. In order to fulfill this mission it has been enriched with printed and electronic resources and establishment of the E- library wing.
Library Internet Services policy is to provide a platform for the access of different National and International online journals/magazines related to various subjects and career development. Around 23 workstations that are connected to the server with Internet connectivity support the gathering of general information and research materials by the faculty and students of the college. Priority is given to students needing access for course related activities like student project works, preparation of internet based assignments/presentations. Digital resources in the form of audio/video CDs/DVDs are to be added to strengthen the learning resources.



Reprographic facilities are provided for the photo copying of certain portions / articles in the books and journals from the library at subsidized rates.



The Library and Information Center has additional furniture to provide better services to its clientele.

ICT applications in Teaching-Learning Methods

Computer Centre / Laboratories:
The college boasts of an ultra-modern computer centre which caters to demands of the faculty student community.  The centre is open to all the faculty and students from 8.00 am to 8.00 pm free internet access is available for the faculty and students at this centre.  It is also helping the needy faculty to acquire basic computing skills which they can use to handle the latest technological tools in the classroom and make this teaching sessions more interesting and interactive.  Many faculty members of the science as well as social science departments use the centre has procured scanners for image scanning which is very useful to the students and teachers alike.

The college has four state-of-the-art computer laboratories hours in a spacious wing of the college.  The up gradation of the laboratories is an ongoing process with the ever increasing demand for computer courses.  The college has purchase of a number of software related to the programmes being offered to the students.  These labs offer computing facilities and broadband internet access to the faculty and students in addition to the regular laboratory sessions which are part of the study programmes.  They are encouraged to make the most of the facilities offered in their teaching and learning process and also in their research work.

Modernization of classrooms with audio-visual facilities / e-classrooms:
Learning research studies have shown that many students perform significantly better with audio as well as visual content and hands-on interactivity.  Keeping this in mind, the college has been encouraging the faculty and the student to use the latest audio-visual aids to enrich their teaching-learning experience.  Modern/audio-visual aids such as over head projectors, LCD’s, Televisions, Tape Recorders are provided for use in the classrooms.  Besides, the college has set up an e-classroom with the necessary software infrastructure to seamlessly capture much of the rich interaction that occurs in a typical classroom without resorting to the traditional chalk and talk methodology.  The aim is to reduce the need for mundane note-taking, allowing the student to engage in and better appreciate the learning the learning process.  The ultimate aim is to revolutionize the classroom experience and make the students active and willing participants in the learning process.  The teachers are provided software tools for use with electronic white boards.  They can fully use the tools with minimum effort but with maximum effect.

22)      Computer & Internet access and training to teachers & Students

Desktop, Laptop & Projectors have been provided to all Science, Arts & Commerce Departments. Computer & Internet access training has been given to the staff and some students.

23)      Financial aid to students
